process. Each bulb grower is visited 
several times during growing season by 
Onings' team of quality experts. Of each 
lot that is acquired, a sample of 30 bulbs 
is planted in their test gre enhouse.

"This information helps us to 
select the best bulb growers and eliminate 
problem-lots before they are shipped  to
