By the mid 1960's he 
was able to purchase land and build a few greenhouses on it. He named his nursery 
after the region in Holland he had come from "Th e Westland." With lots of hard 
work and determination Westland Nursery became known for its quality products.

Initially, Westland grew only carnations and pretty much everything harvested was 
sold in the San Francisco area. As business grew, they started expanding the kinds 

of flowers they grew and started to sell to various areas around Northern California, 
into Southern California and eventually around the country. Over the year s they 
expanded their products to include over 40 different types of cut flowers.  

 
Today, Westland is one the biggest freesia growers in the western United States. 
They are also one of the only growers to have Lily of the Valley produced year 
round. They are also well known for their diverse and unusua l types of flowers 
including tuberoses, lysimachia, crocosmia, nerines, paperwhites, and anemones. 
Peter Vanos Jr. has taken over the reigns of the day to day operations, but Pete Sr.
