premature death.

Flora Fresh is not only working with the florists of today but we are looking toward the future of the
floral industry. Allan and Millie Nishita have co -chaired the AG day celebration for the California
State Floral Association at the state capital for several years. The California growers have graciously
donated thousands of stems of flowers that are given away to promote the industry in the public and
political eye. In 2010 we had sev eral High School floral design students pre -make 3000 bouquets for
the handout and assist with the delivery of bouquets to all the legislators in the capital.
